The preceding map and lot numbers encompass an area generally described as follows: most properties abutting Route 2 from Merrill Merchants Bank to Murray’s Campus Service, properties abutting Canal, Oak and Summer Streets, most properties abutting Mill Street from Route 2 to Byer Manufacturing, properties abutting the West side of Pleasant Street, most properties abutting Pine Street from Route 2 to Birch Street and 4 Myrtle Street. 
g. Implementation assessments to be assessed against real and personal property for the municipal development district located in the downtown area, known as the Village Center Tax District.

Maximum Rate of Assessments to be Extended in Any One Year:  $0.50 per thousand dollars of assessed value as of April 1, 2011.  This assessment will be levied for a one-year program commencing on July 1, 2011 and ending on June 30, 2012.
